Malawi conducted a nationwide population and housing census from 3-23 September 2018. The Census captured essential population and housing data at household level. The next phase of the census project is the analysis and dissemination of the census results. Part of the dissemination strategy is to widen access to statistics to advance their use in decision making at national and community level. In this respect and ultimately to the annual work plan, the National Statistical Office (NSO) is expected to launch an interactive and user- friendly data dissemination platform. 

The anticipated platform is expected to enhance dissemination of census results including thematic census reports and more crucially, widen data literacy and usage in the communities across the country.

VII. Right to Vary Requirements at Time of Award 
UNFPA reserves the right at the time of award of Contract to increase or decrease by up to 20% the volume of goods specified in this RFQ without any change in unit prices or other terms and conditions.
